The events of October 7, 2023 shook Israeli society and the Jewish
people as a whole with a force that was unfamiliar until now. Their
magnitude and brutality hit all of us very hard. The number of people
who were murdered or physically or emotionally wounded was
beyond comprehension.

Since the outbreak of the Swords of Iron War, the death toll has
continued to rise. Every day, more families join the circle of grief in
Israel. Every time we hear the words "the IDF has just announced”
— we feel as if an arrow has pierced our hearts.

The pain is unbearable.

Yom HaZikaron for Fallen Soldiers and Victims of Terrorism is the
saddest day in the year for Israelis, and all the more so this year. The
wounds are still bleeding.

The need to be together, to share, to feel a sense of belonging is,
of course, understandable. This is a natural human need, and on a day
like this, it takes on added meaning, certainly within the community of
Israelis and Jews in the Diaspora.

We have prepared this booklet for you ahead of Yom HaZikaron 2024.
It contains a suggested program for a gathering in a community setting
or in a private home, with small groups of community members, so
you can be together, remember, and share.

Our suggested gathering includes a number of options you can
choose from:

"We Exist as Long as Somebody Remembers Us"”

A gathering and conversation with members of a bereaved family,
where they will talk about their loved ones who were killed in battle
or a terrorist attack.

(You should take into account that not in every location will it be possible to
connect with a bereaved family who can take part in this kind of event).

"Remembering and Not Forgetting”
An open, unifying, and inclusive discussion about questions dealing
with commemoration (Page 10)

"Songs Are Often Yearnings"”
Singing songs together that the fallen loved and telling their stories,
(Pages 11-46)

"Taste Of Memories”

Enjoying baked goods (prepared in advance) based on a favorite
recipe of a fallen soldier or victim of terrorism (page 47-62).

(Another option is to organize an evening devoted entirely to baking/cooking,
where the participants jointly prepare favorite recipes of fallen soldiers or
victims of terrorism. For those who wish to do so, we recommend that you
access the Matkon Im Zikaron (Taste of Memories) website which describes
a gathering of this kind.

e The stories shared by family members and friends of those who were killed
in battle or a terrorist attack, as well as the songs they loved (Pages 11-46)
were posted on Ynet as part of a project called "Crying for Them.” Their
photographs were taken from the IDF website.

e The stories about those who were killed in battle or in a terrorist attack, their
photographs, and the recipes they loved which appear at the end of this
booklet (Pages 47-62) are part of a commemoration initiative undertaken by
Taste of Memories, a nonprofit organization.

PLANNING THE EVENING

DEAR HOSTS AND/OR EVENT FACILITATORS,

Thank you for opening your home to the members of the
community and for hosting this Talking Memory evening on
Yom HaZikaron.

We would like to offer some tips you can use to optimize
your preparations for hosting the evening, which will help
make it a successful and meaningful evening.

We are available for advice and guidance. Feel free to
contact us at the following email: wzo.israelis@gmail.com.

PRIOR TO THE EVENING:

1. Make a list of potential participants, according to what
your home can accommodate. You can consult with
friends/community leaders. Send everyone a formal
invitation that includes an RSVP. Send a reminder a few
days in advance.

2. If you can organize an evening that includes members
of a bereaved family, coordinate the details with them,
including if they need transportation to and from your
home.

3. If you consider it appropriate, at some point during the
gathering you can hold a discussion about various issues
associated with commemoration. Print out Page 10 in
advance, which contains texts and questions relevant to
this kind of discussion.

4 If you decide to include the singing of songs that the
fallen loved, make sure to find someone to accompany
the singing in advance who will come prepared to play
the songs in the booklet Pages 11-46
(*You don't have to sing all the songs. You can choose
the ones you like the most, or choose the songs based
on how much time you have). If you are unable to find an
accompanist, you can use the attached links to YouTube
to sing the songs together.

Make printed copies of the songs for all those in
attendance, and/or use a projector to display the lyrics
on a screen.

5. If you choose to serve refreshments based on some
favorite recipes of fallen soldiers or victims of terrorism,
ask some of the participants to prepare them in advance,
using the recipes that appear in the booklet (Pages 47-62).

IN THE COURSE OF THE EVENING:

We recommend that you open the gathering with an
explanation of its underlying rationale. You should also
introduce the guest who will be speaking about their loved
ones. The following text may be helpful:

Talking Memory is an initiative of the Department
of Irgoon and Israelis Abroad at the World Zionist
Organization, developed in cooperation with the Families,

Commemoration and Heritage Division at the Ministry of
Defense.

The idea is to hold an intimate gathering, unlike large
community events, that enables the participants to meet
in a safe and inclusive setting, which they can feel part of,
share and, of course, bring up memories on this difficult
and painful day.

If you're comfortable doing it, we'll be glad if you share,
ask questions, and talk about anything that comes up this
evening, while being respectful of the other participants.

Tonight, we will have an opportunity to become acquainted
with the story of one of the fallen through their family, and
by doing so commemorate and honor their memory.

I would like to thank XXX for agreeing to take part in this
evening and for sharing their story with us.

* This is where it is advisable to briefly introduce the guest.

SUGGESTED PROGRAM FOR THE EVENING:

o We'll start by listening to the story told by a member of a
bereaved family, who will talk about their loved one. (about 20
minutes)

® Q&A with guest speaker (5 minutes)

e Break — to enjoy the refreshments prepared in advance. Those
who made the baked goods can share a few words about the
fallen who loved them (10 minutes)

o We'll sing 3 to 5 songs together (15 minutes)

e Time for discussion — we'll discuss one or more of the topics
suggested on Page 9 (about 15 minutes)
Please note: it is advisable to choose, in advance, which texts
and/or questions are appropriate in your opinion, and then
practice a bit before the actual discussion starts.

o We'll continue and sing another few songs (about 15 minutes)

o We'll enjoy some more refreshments and wrap up the gathering
(about 10 minutes)
Total gathering time: around 90 minutes

IT IS IMPORTANT TO:

e Get a feel for who is in attendance. The outline is solely a
suggestion. If you feel that the participants want to keep on
singing, continue the discussion, or take a longer break, then it's
the right thing to do.

e Be sensitive to the member of the bereaved family, for whom
this evening is more difficult than for anyone else, and be
mindful of their needs at every given moment.

o If there is no bereaved family in the area that you can come to
the gathering, you can of course devote more time to the other
components of the program (the discussion, the songs, and the
refreshments).

Fell on 22 Tishrei 5784

October 7, 2023

Aged 33

Murdered by terrorists who infiltrated his kibbutz
A member of the community emergency team

Aviv worked for Ivri Lider (a prominent Israeli
musician) as his stage manager. Lider shared the
following about him:

“I've known Aviv for many years. We met after the
army. He was in charge of the spotlight, a large
lighting device that tracks me on the stage. |
quickly realized just how special Aviv was. On the
one hand, he was a perfectionist, and on the other,
he never succumbed to the pressures that comes
with the concerts and was always calm and kind.
Over time, he became part of the family. We would
go to Kfar Aza to visit them, and they would visit us.
We spent a lot of time together, we talked about
everything and laughed. We had our own brand

of humor. After a while, Aviv became the stage
manager at all of my concerts because | trusted
him and knew just how good he was. Whenever
someone would substitute for him, you could feel
the difference. It wasn't the same thing. Now, it will
never be the same.”

OSHER SIMHA BARZILAY

MAZKERET BATYA

Fell on 22 Tishrei 5784

October 7, 2023

Aged 19

An operations sergeant in the Northern Brigade
Killed in the Nahal Oz command center; Osher was
the last one to continue managing the incident
despite being under fire

Her family shared the following about her: "The song
that Osher loved the most was a Shlomo Artzi song
and this line from it - "I know there is no such thing as
endless love, but this end looks to me condemned.”
It was her and her boyfriend's song, who had been
together for four years.”

"Osher was a model student, excelled at everything,
and was gifted. While still in high school, she
participated in a brain research project at the
Weizmann Institute, volunteered at MADA, played
guitar and piano, and was named best soldier in her
company during basic training. She had a spirit of
giving to the family and others, and respected her
parents - a child to be proud of! In February, she
was supposed to start an officer training course. We
celebrated the Sukkot holiday with the extended
family, and everyone was glad to see her. As fate
would have it, it was the last time we saw her.”

At her funeral, Osher was eulogized by
members of her family:

"Our Osher: on Shabbat, Simchat Torah, the
Nahal Oz base was attacked by savages. You
had the ability to function during those horrific
moments, and you continued to manage the
command center like only you know how to
do. You could have fled from the inferno but
chose to keep on defending your homeland
until your dying breath. Once the power
went out, the doors of the command center
opened and grenades were thrown inside,
followed by shots that led to your death. You
died the death of saints!”

Fell on 23 Tishrei 5784

October 8, 2023

Aged 41

Border Protection Corps, an officer in the

Judea and Samaria Division headquarters,

a member of the security forces

Killed while volunteering to rescue Kibbutz Be'eri residents

Elhanan was part of a volunteer rescue operation, carried out by
a team that included, besides himself, his brother Menachem,
and their nephew, Itiel Zohar. The three fought for hours against
Hamas terrorists who were butchering members of Kibbutz
Be'eri in the Gaza Envelope. They managed to rescue around
100 people on the kibbutz.

In March 2024, a decision was made to award the Israel Prize
for Civilian Heroism to the members of that team for their
contribution to fending off an even greater massacre.

Elhanan'’s brother, Avrami Kalmanson, shared the
following about him:

“Elhanan loved the Land of Israel with every fiber of his
being. He fell while engaging a terrorist during a rescue
operation, which managed to save dozens of Be'eri
residents. As someone who was familiar with combat,
loss, and mourning, Elhanan understood all too well the
costs of clinging to and defending the bond between the
Jewish people and their land.”

"During the last Sukkot holiday, Elhanan sent us a short
text about Natan Yonatan and his poem, Shir Eretz.

In that poem by Yonatan, who was a bereaved father,
Elhanan found a connection between boundless love
of our country, a realistic understanding of the price
we pay for that love, and a deep belief that despite the
immeasurable mourning and pain, it is our obligation

to continue going forward and fight for growth and the
blossoming of renewed life forces.”

Aged 19

A soldier in the 890th Battalion,
Paratroopers Brigade

Ariel's family shared the following about him:

"Ariel was a magical child, sharp-witted, bright,
and charming, who could sweep you away. He was
modest, with a mischievous smile and the face

of an angel. He was always surrounded by loved
ones and friends, who would laugh at the witty
things he would come out with. His favorite song
was Nifradnu Kach, written by Smadar Shir and
performed by the legendary Avner Gadasi. Ariel
would wait for winter to listen to the song because
it wasn't sad enough in the summer.”

"Ariel was a paratrooper who fought bravely and
was killed in Be'eri. Avner Gadasi came to Ariel's
shiva with his son, who accompanied him on
guitar. Avner sang the song in the presence of
hundreds of people. It was moving, and we truly
felt that Ariel was rejoicing together with us. We
listened to Avner's gentle voice, caressed by a cool
autumn breeze. There were masses of teary-eyed
people there, who were embracing, overcome with
emotion and love.”

"Ariel was a son, a brother, a grandson, a great-
grandson, a nephew, an uncle, and a dear friend.
May his memory be a blessing!”

His two sisters eulogized him: "What a privilege it was
for us that you were our brother. Thank you for being
the person you were."

The last time he saw Naama, about two weeks after
the start of the war, Kfir told her that he was supposed
to get some time off.

"Tell me that we'll get married during that leave,”
he begged of her. Naama promised that they would,
but time was not on the couple’s side.

"Kfir was engaged to our daughter, Naama, and they
were supposed to get married after he got out of
Gaza. The preparations for the wedding were in full
swing (date, dress, tallit, place to live), but everything
was cut short abruptly. Naama and Kfir's song was
She'Rak T'Chayech by Yuval Dayan, and they would play
it together.” Those words were shared by Uri Dopelt,
Naama's father.

Chen was the dictionary definition of an ‘ironman’ - he
was a manager at Intel in Kiryat Gat, a triathlete, and

He served as a major in the
reserves, having completed a company commander
course right before the war. He was called up on
October 7th and served as the commander of the Moran
reconnaissance unit in the Artillery Corps. After 41 days on
the northern border, Chen received a 24-hour leave and
used the time to train on his bike near home. It was there
that he was killed by a passing vehicle. He left behind his
wife, two brothers, and his father and mother, Ronnie and
Rachel.

Chen was well known in the triathlon and racing
community in Israel, and in the last 15 years would take
part in many events.

He recently won the half-lronman Israman race in 2022.

An officer at the LOTAR Counter-Terrorism School,
who was killed while rescuing Kibbutz Be'eri

Everything was ready for the wedding of Maj. (res.) Sagi
Golan and his partner, Omer. But on Shabbat in the
morning, when the attack on the communities in the
south started, Sagi jumped out of bed and rushed to his
counter-terrorism base, where he served as an officer in
the reserves.

For many long hours, he fought to rescue Be'eri residents
who were under siege. But late that night, his unit
encountered a group of terrorists. Sagi was shot and
killed. His family got up from shiva a day before the
scheduled wedding, which will never take place now.

Following a public campaign led by Omer, the Knesset
passed a law that recognizes the LGBTQ partners of
fallen soldiers as being IDF widows/widowers.

Omer and Sagi were supposed to enter the chuppah with
Ivri Lider's song Zachiti Le'ehov playing in the background.
Sadly, Lider sang the song at Sagi's funeral.

On the morning of October 7, 2018, an
armed terrorist murdered him at the Alon
Metals factory in the Barkan industrial zone,
where he worked as the CFO.

Ziv left behind his parents, Hezi and Iris,
four siblings, Itay, Tal, Or and Shachar, his
wife, Natalie, and their three children, Shir,
Guy and Adi.

His mother shared that Ziv really loved her
mushroom quiche and would ask her to
make it whenever she could.

Battalion.

He was a happy guy, who was always smiling
and surrounded by friends.

Shalev really liked to cook and bake and would
always prepare special recipes that took an
especially long time to make. Everyone loved to
eat what he prepared, and that made him very
proud.

Shalev was killed by a mortar shell in Be'eri on
November 1, 2023. He was 22 at the time of his
death.

Shalev’s family chose to commemorate him
through the brownie cake he made the last
time he was home, which was based on his
friend llan's recipe. This cake tasted amazing,
and Shalev had a bite right before returning to
his base. His family shared that from now on,
this recipe will be the only one they use, as it
has a lot of meaning for them.

1Yishay Fitusi was a soldier in the 13th
Battalion of the Golani Brigade.

He fell in a battle waged at Kibbutz Nahal Oz
on the Black Shabbat of the Swords of Iron
War.

Yishay was born in Gush Katif. He was a boy
when his home was dismantled there as part
of the disengagement from Gaza.

On October 7th, he fought until he had no
more bullets left, not far from his childhood
home that he loved so much.

Yishay was a special child, with light hair

and blue eyes, and a huge smile that was
constantly on his face. He loved everyone for
who they were, and it was important to him
that his surroundings always be united and

happy.

Yishay would make this pizza for his family,
whose recipe everyone recognized as being
his.

Ingredients:

For the dough:

1 kilo all-purpose flour (2.2 lbs.)
2 Tbsp yeast

3 Tbsp sugar

1 Thsp salt

3 Y2 cups tepid/lukewarm water
Y2 cup oil

For the sauce:

Crushed tomatoes

Oregano

Garlic

Salt

Pepper

Olive oil

Basil

To sprinkle over the dough:

grated hard cheese (any kind you like)
Other optional toppings: olives, mushrooms,
corn, onion, tuna, etc.

Eliraz Gabai was in a Golani reconnaissance unit
during his regular army service and served in
the Yiftach Brigade as a reservist.

Eliraz was wounded a week before he was killed
but chose to return to Gaza and fight alongside
his comrades.

He was killed in the Central Gaza Strip on 18
Tevet 5784, December 30, 2023. He was 37 at the
time of his death.

He left behind his parents, a sister, and a widow.
Eliraz was the type of person who liked
simplicity, and he didn’t need things to be
sophisticated. He loved people, all kinds of
people. He was calm, modest, and humble.

He grew up in Tiberias and then moved to Eilat,
where he worked as a scuba diving instructor.
After that, he moved to the central part of the
country.

Eliraz was all about the sea, and all about this
land.

He really loved his country and wanted us to be
united and understand that Israel is priceless.

Eliraz really liked shakshuka. He was an
outdoorsman who loved hiking. Regardless
of where he was in the country, he could pull
out a single-burner portable stove and make
shakshuka while surrounded by nature.

e Heat the oil in a skillet and pour in all the
ingredients, apart from the eggs

e Bring to a boil, lower the flame, and continue
cooking for about 15 minutes

e Crack the eggs directly over the tomato
mixture and cook until the eggs are done to
your liking

BAR YANKILOV'S

Fouse Bread

Bar was a beautiful and beloved child, who had
a huge heart.

His friends shared that they really admired him,
his determination, and the person of values
that he was. His love of the Land of Israel and
the defense of the State of Israel were his top
priorities.

Ever since he was a young boy, Bar dreamt
about a military career and serving in the most
elite units in the IDF.

Bar served in the 101st Battalion of the
Paratroopers Brigade.

On October 7th, he was called out of his
commander training course and dispatched to
Kibbutz Kissufim, where he fought bravely and
fearlessly against hundreds of terrorists. He was
killed when engaging them in an attempt to save
his good friend.

Bar and his comrades rescued hundreds of
civilians at Kibbutz Kissufim.

He was 19 at the time of his death.

Bar's mother shared that her crunchy bread was
one of his favorite dishes.
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Ingredients:

1 kilo (2.2 Ibs.) all-purpose flour/yeast flour
1 Tbsp sugar

2 Tbsp yeast (if you use all-purpose flour)
Y4 cup oil

2 %/2 to 3 cups lukewarm water

1 Tbsp salt

Instructions:

e Using the mixer's dough hook, gently mix the flour,
add the sugar and continue kneading

e Gradually add the water, followed by the oil, and
continue kneading at medium speed for about 8
minutes

e Add the salt and continue kneading for another 2
to 3 minutes until the dough softens

e Coat all sides of the dough with oil, place it in a
bowl covered with saran wrap, and let it rise for
an hour

o After the dough rises, punch it down, cover it, and
leave it in the bowl for a second rise

e Transfer the dough to a well-floured surface,
divide it into 6 balls, cover the balls, and let them
rise for about 30 minutes

e Dip each ball in a bowl of tap water, lift it, and
stretch the dough from both sides

e Place the pieces of dough on a baking sheet
greased with olive oil and lined with parchment
paper

e Drizzle a bit of olive oil on top as well as a dash of
kosher salt

o Bake at 1802-1902 Celsius (3502-3752 Fahrenheit)
in a preheated oven until the dough is golden
brown
