EDUCATION: Teens gain a comprehensive understanding of Israel and the Middle East, Jewish 
identity and Zionism.

LEADERSHIP DEVELOPMENT: Teens develop and strengthen their writing, public speaking, 
networking and presentation skills through hands-on experiences that prepare them to lead their 
communities when they arrive at college and beyond. 

ADVOCACY TRAINING: Teens acquire the skills to know when, where, and how to speak up, build 
alliances, and effectively deliver a message of pride for Zionism and Israel.

ALUMNI NETWORK: Club Z graduates join a powerful alumni network of hundreds of students 
from coast to coast who fight antisemitism head-on and are on the front lines of Israel advocacy.
